Horse n Around Hoops will be adding new talent to its exciting new entity. A team of 
consultants are in place to bring their respective talent to their category of expertise.  
Legendary basketball greats such as, Marques Haynes and Oscar Robertson will serve
as Ambassadors to Horse N Around Hoops. A stable of comedians and Entertainers 
are lining up to play in Celebrity H.O.R.S.E. contests. Other participants in Horse N

Events and Exhibitions 
Horse N Around Hoops will be played in a variety of formats. In some cases there will 
be tournament play with entry fees supported with sponsorships.  In other cases, 
H.O.R.S.E. will be in the form of Celebrity Exhibitions, which can be as stand alone 
events or in support of a larger event. The Kansas City spring launch will include stand 
alone tournaments in selected high schools, as well as, the Jewish Community Centers 
with its 9,000 members. During the peak of March Madness, there will be H.O.R.S.E. 
exhibitions taking place in support of the NAIA and NCAA College Championships.  
One of the most appealing aspects of Horse N Around Hoops is the variety of 
categories for H.O.R.S.E. play. Each respective category has its own revenue stream 
that can be maximized with the support system that will be assembled. These 
categories include: 

Military:  The game plan for the H.O.R.S.E. program with the US Military is going to be 
unveiled during the second quarter of 2009. The distinguished Coach and Director of 
Athletics, Jack Lengyel, has been retained to lead our military efforts. Lengyel is the 
former Director of Athletics at the Naval Academy and was the subject of the hit movie 
“We are Marshall”. The USO, which is headquartered in Washington, DC and serves as 
the entertainment arm of the military, will be a strategic partner.  There will be 
tournament play at every military base with the winner from each base going to a 
common site where a national champion will be crowned for H.O.R.S.E. 

The Military Network would provide cable TV coverage of the competition. There will be 
celebrity H.O.R.S.E. matches at each of the military bases, as well as, at the National 
Championship.

High School Program:  There is tremendous opportunity to market H.O.R.S.E. to the 
high schools of America. The first pilot program is already under way in Kansas City. 
Brad Rumble has been retained as the consultant for the scholastic market. Rumble 
served more than twenty years as an executive with the National High School 
Federation. As an outstanding representative in his field, Rumble has all the 
qualifications and relationships to make H.O.R.S.E. in the high schools a huge 
success.  There will be multiple high school districts taking part in the Kansas City 
launch. The high school program includes a $20 entry fee, with a portion of each sale 
going to the participating school as a fundraiser. The millions of students in this 
category make for a very lucrative opportunity as a future revenue source. Also, as a 
captive audience, it is easy to target the students as well as use their own gymnasium 
as the host venue. The components are in place to make the high schools another 
successful category. Our team will utilize our network of Sports Legends and Coaches 
in their respective cities, which will initially target.  Likewise, there will be great 
opportunity for Corporate Sponsors specific to the high school demographic.

Open Play:  The general opportunity for Horse N Around Hoops will include venues 
such as fitness centers, shopping malls, community centers, street festivals and 
arena/stadium parking lots. There are great opportunities to play H.O.R.S.E. as an 
added feature, including half time shows, between game entertainment during 
tournament play and even during corporate sales conventions and other high traffic 
events. The celebrity H.O.R.S.E. contests will be sponsored by the corporate partners. 
Fan friendly contests such as Half Court Shots for large prizes will be part of your 
program. 

Themed Events:  Part of the fun of H.O.R.S.E. is the multiple opportunities for themed 
events. Natural rivalries are perfect examples, such as; retired legends form the 
CHIEFS vs. Raiders, Yankees vs. Red Sox, UCLA vs. USC, Kansas vs. Missouri.  
More basic examples could include retailers promoting, fathers vs. sons on Father’s 
Day, Police vs. Fireman, students vs. teachers or Republican’s vs. Democrats at 
election time. H.O.R.S.E. is for all ages, all genders.  H.O.R.S.E. is cool – comedians, 
actors, athletes, politicians and media personalities will play. Who would not want to 
see a game of H.O.R.S.E. between tow old rivals from past Super Bowls or World 
Series or even local personalities? 

Support System:  DDSE and Horse N Around Hoops has solicited the aid of Event 
Management Inc. (EMI) to help manage the H.O.R.S.E programs. EMI is a major 
participant on the PGA Tour while managing hospitality events for PGA sponsors such 
as, Charles Schwab. www.emi-events.com 

Media:  The media hype and publicity that will follow Horse N Around Hoops 
promotions will be off the charts. The high profile nature of the event itself will draw 
media coverage. Having key sports and entertainment personalities involved in the 
events will only add to the media hype. The initial C exhibition between David Kalb and 
LeBron James on September 3, 2008 was one of the most viewed sports exhibitions 
ever seen over the internet. The press coverage on ESPN Sports Center, sporting 
news, USA today and others was very powerful. Negotiations are under way with 
various film industry studios for a potential documentary and reality show. DDSE will 
utilize its talents and relationships to line up local sports talk media coverage in each 
respective market.

Sponsorships:  Horse N Around Hoops is the ideal sponsored event for any 
corporate partner. The event itself is family friendly and for all genders and ages. The 
opportunity for signage, billboards and other visuals is particularly strong when the 
event takes place at high traffic areas.  Downtown street festivals, sporting events, 
conventions and even shopping malls will all encompass tens of thousands of people.  
The media and press coverage will accentuate the actual exposure the sponsor will 
receive by marketing to those in attendance.  The more specifically tailored events, 
such as High School and Military programs offer a great opportunity for category 
specific sponsorships. For example, thriving companies such as Under Armor who 
market to a more active and younger demographic would benefit greatly by sponsoring 
the high school and military programs. Where as, more general sponsorships will exist 
when dealing with the more general events.  The beauty of H.O.R.S.E. is its 
opportunity for diversity. As an example, an ethnic sponsor looking for a promotion 
during February’s Black History month, can benefit from an H.O.R.S.E. promotion with 
a venue such as, The Negro League Baseball Museum in Kansas City.  Another 
example would be a woman only H.O.R.S.E. event at the Women’s Basketball Hall of 
Fame in Knoxville, TN. No matter if the event is general in nature or targeted to a 
specific group, our corporate sponsors will benefit from a high profile and high quality 
event.
